Bless the work of Lutheran Blind Mission as it actively reaches out to those who are blind and visually impaired through the Christian materials and at over 50 outreach centers around the country so that those who do not physically see may spiritually experience and read of Your love.

Bless the volunteers that prepare Braille, large type, or audiocassette materials. Bless those who are blind or visually impaired that use these Christian materials. Bless the witness of blind Christians at the outreach centers that their message might be like a light shining in a dark room.
